POPULAR - Nordic Journal for Popular Culture Research is seeking opinion, commentary and
perspective pieces relating to Nordic popular culture and the Covid-19 pandemic. We aim
to collect a series of short papers that will together form a joint, scholarly commentary on the
pandemic’s impact on popular culture in the Nordic countries. We accept papers of max. 4000
words (excluding references) written in English or a Scandinavian language. The specific
choice of subject is up to the author, but contributions should highlight popular cultural
phenomena in/from the Nordic countries. Papers may offer a general overview of a topic or an
in-depth analysis of a specific subject, but we encourage authors to express a clear view or
perspective on the effects of the pandemic.

The papers will be subjected to a thematic, collected peer review process in batches of five
articles. The aim of this process is to make sure that the texts form a thematic whole. We hope
to publish promptly according to the following schedule:

- 30 April 2021: completed papers should be submitted

- 25 May 2021: authors receive peer reviews plus editors’ comments
- 7 June 2021.: final paper versions should be re-submitted

- 15 June 2021: all papers are published open-access

Please note that all manuscripts will undergo double-blind peer review so author names and
identifying details should be removed before submission.
